If left during cold months, the water could freeze in the
hose, causing the pipes inside the home to burst. Please note that if this happens, it is considered
resident damage.

Christmas Tree Disposal
Kingsville residents can dispose of their Christmas trees for free by dropping them off at the Public
Works Department, located at 1300 E. Corral Ave, Kingsville, through January 31st. All ornaments,
lights, and other non-organic materials must be removed before drop-off. The city will recycle the
trees into mulch, which will then be offered to the public for free.
Holiday Decorations
As a reminder, all holiday decorations must be removed by January 10th, in accordance with
community guidelines.

To ensure your smoke alarms
are working properly throughout the year, the National Fire Protection
Association recommends that families test their smoke alarms at
least monthly by pushing the test button located on the face of the
alarm.
